All set, circle left for 2 bars, Men turn Lady on right 2H once round & continue circle to places

17-24
1s+2s dance RH across & end facing up, 1s cast 1 place & lead up while 2s lead up crossing & cast 1 place

25-32
1s+2s dance Allemande
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
