	Comments:
	The Swilcan Burn runs across the Old Course at St Andrews. It is crossed by the Swilcan Bridge which spans the burn between the first and eighteenth fairways and has become an important cultural icon in the sport of golf. The bridge itself is extremely small; at its farthest extent it measures about 30 feet long, eight feet wide and six feet tall, in the style of a simple Roman arch.
